On January 5, Pastor Torgerson preached a sermon describing the difference 

between being a welcoming congregation and being an invitational congrega-

tion. In case you missed it, please visit the Augustana website and click on ser-

mons to read her message in its entirety. Below is an excerpt.  
 

ñIt is truly wonderful to be a welcoming church, to offer hospitality and kind-

ness to anyone who enters here and extend love and peace to them as you do to 

all your brothers and sisters in Christ. I'm not asking you to stop being welcom-

ing ï in fact, I ask you to continue to be loving and helpful to everyone who 

walks through these doors for any reason. But what about the people who don't?  

How will they hear about Jesus? How will they find the welcome inside these 

walls? How will they connect to the joy of knowing God in their lives? They will 

know through your invitation. You are the one who must say to them, óCome and 

seeô.ò 
 

We want to provide you with the tools you need to be invitational. So, in mid-

February, we will make available the postcards pictured above for you to use 

when inviting friends, neighbors and co-workers to various events at Augustana. 

There will be a spot on the back of the postcard for you to write your own mes-

sage. You have the option of adding a stamp and sending it through the mail, 

handing it to someone in person or downloading a file off the website and send-

ing it electronically.  
 

Pastor Torgerson lists several examples of things you can do or say to be invita-

tional. Periodically in the newsletter and Sunday bulletin, we will offer addition-

al tips and ideas for ways you can share your faith and be invitational.

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A Message from Pastor Aune 

Discipleship 
A disciple is a follower or a student of a teacher or a mentor. 

Jesus had disciples who followed him. We read about these 

disciples in the four Gospel stories. As Peter, James and 

John and the rest of the first disciples followed Jesus, they 

didnôt have it all figured out. It took them a lot of time, 

heartache and struggle. It is no different for us.  
 

Faith and the power to believe in Jesus as Lord and Savior is 

a gift from God. It is the work of the Holy Spirit in our lives. 

But discipleship is something you can do, and as a church 

staff, much of what we seek to do is to assist you and help 

you to grow as a disciple of Jesus, a follower of Jesus.  
 

Discipleship is everything a follower of Jesus does as he or 

she believes in Him and seeks to follow Him. I am thinking 

of discipleship as a verb, it is something we do, how we live 

out our faith or our belief in Jesus. Discipleship is on-going, 

it is a 24/7 calling. A disciple of Jesus invites and allows 

Jesus into every dimension of his or her life. 
 

When I think about discipleship I find it helpful to reflect on 

different areas of my life. Here are a few that are helpful to 

me as I think about being a follower of Jesus and believing 

in Him as Lord and Savior. As you think about these areas in 

your own life, reflect on them using these words of Jesus; ñIf 

any want to become my followers, let them deny themselves 

and take up their cross and follow me. Mark 8:34 
 

Relational discipleship How does following Jesus shape 

my relationships with my spouse, my children, my extended 

family, my friends, my co-workers and the stranger I meet 

on the street or the hungry child whose picture I see on the 

news? Applying the words of Jesus, discipleship means I 

think about the other person first in my relationships, not 

myself. What would your discipleship look like relationally 

if you were to live out these words of Jesus in your daily 

life? 
 

Vocational discipleship How are you using the gifts that 

God has given you in your daily life of work? What would 

your discipleship look like vocationally if you were to live 

out these words of Jesus? 

 

 

 

 

Spiritual discipleship Do you pay attention to and nur-

ture your relationship with Jesus through prayer, the reading 

of scripture or other devotional materials and your worship 

life? Spiritual discipleship is giving your life to Jesus, even 

the parts you donôt want him to see or know about, and rest-

ing in the grace and freedom He promises. It also involves 

worship. Have you ever stopped to think about the im-

portant part your presence plays in the worshipping commu-

nity and the fact that our worship life is diminished when 

you are not here? 
 

Financial discipleship This is a difficult area for many 

people who want to follow Jesus. Many want Jesus in every 

part of their life except their wallet or bank account. But 

when Jesus calls us to come and follow, he demands every-

thing. Financial discipleship is more than just giving money 

away. It involves having a healthy relationship with money. 

It involves understanding the proper role of money in our 

lives and how we use or misuse it and how we manage what 

God gives to us. Where are you in terms of your financial 

discipleship? Have you allowed Jesus into this part of your 

life? 
 

What other areas can you think of in terms of discipleship 

and your life? Iôm sure you have some that I havenôt men-

tioned or even thought of.  
 

Discipleship is a lifelong process. But when we do it togeth-

er, when the power of community is there to help me and 

you in our discipleship, amazing things happen in our lives 

and communities. Lives are changed, the hungry get fed, 

families are strengthened, marriages grow, children are 

cared for, money loses its control over us and we grow clos-

er to God and Jesus. When that happens, we experience the 

peace that passes all human understanding and we call our-

selves disciples of Jesus. And that is good, life changing 

news.
