Augustanaõs Journey of a Lifetime theme for December  

is tradition --those things we do year after year that ground  

us and bring us together.  

When I was younger, my family went to go see 

a Norman Rockwell exhibit at an art museum. 

Many of the paintings in this exhibit were of 

scenes from holidays, especially Thanksgiving 

and Christmas. Rockwell is a master of captur-

ing tradition; his paintings exude warmth and 

joy as they show families sitting down to a 

Christmas feast together, a group of carolers 

singing in a living room, a father stringing 

Christmas tree lights, and a village covered in 

snow.  
 

The reason I love these paintings is because 

they remind me of some of the traditions my 

family had around Christmas growing up -- going 

to cut down a Christmas tree the 

weekend after Thanksgiving, 

putting up the same nativity  

scene every year, singing carols 

with our church choir. Every year 

when the weather turns cool and 

snow appears on the ground, Iôm 

brought back to the memories of 

these traditions we have shared 

year after year.  
 

Augustanaôs Journey of a Lifetime theme for 

December is tradition -- things we do year after 

year that ground us and bring us together. As 

your intern, I get to experience all these tradi-

tions for the first time as a part of this commu-

nity: Elva Kaffe, Christmas Music Sunday, the 

childrenôs Christmas program, all the services 

on Christmas Eve, and the Holiday Memorial 

Service.  
 

We all see the ways these traditions gather the 

community together. We see the way that peo-

ple share their time and talent throughout all 

these celebrations, the way that people deco-

rate the church for Elva Kaffe, the way friend-

ships are formed as children prepare for their 

program, the way the silly and the serious  

come together for Christmas Music Sunday. We 

see people support one another during the grief 

that arises during this season as they remember 

loved ones.  
 

While tradition elicits warm and joyful feelings in 

us during this month and throughout the year, it 

also can help bring us through times that arenôt 

so warm and joyful. This season is one of com-

ing together as a community in anticipation of 

celebrating Jesusô birth, but it can also be a time 

of loneliness, of grief, of seasonal depression, of 

brokenness. Traditions are meant to be a 

steady, grounding force in good times and in 

bad times. Like our November focus on a life 

verse, traditions are something that we can fall 

back on in all seasons of our lives.  
 

And as we think about and celebrate all the tra-

ditions that we hold dear this season, we also 

celebrate and uphold the traditions that God has 

given us -- the stories of people, like us, who go 

through seasons of joy and seasons of sorrow, 

and for whom God is always there. Just as God 

has been with Abraham and Sarah, Jacob, Mo-

ses, and all Godôs servants, God accompanies us 

through this season too, and sends Jesus as this 

accompaniment in human form. We often think 

of traditions as something that have been done 

in our families or communities for a few genera-

tions, but Godôs work is a tradition that has 

been consistent since the beginning of time.  
 

As we enter this time of tradition and remem-

bering, let us ground ourselves in God, whose 

love spans all time and space. As we come to-

gether as a community and celebrate traditions, 

we anticipate and celebrate the miracle of Jesusô 

birth, letting God live and breathe among us.
