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I love this verse from Jude, that short little letter 

right at the end of the New Testament. We rarely 

read from it in worship, yet like all of Godôs word, it 

contains instruction and hope.  
 

Jude instructs us to keep ourselves in the love of 

God and to look forward. I believe it means we are 

to look forward in hope and in trust; knowing that 

we need not fear the grave. It means there is a res-

urrection to eternal life because of what Jesus has 

done for us.  
 

To look forward also means to plan and one of the 

things we are trying to help people do at Augustana 

is to plan for what will happen at the end of their 

lives. Our faith community nurse, Mary Nordtvedt, 

has resources and tools for writing a health care  

directive so you can plan for the kind of health care 

you want at the end of your life.  
 

I encourage people to make funeral plans while they 

are still able to make the kinds of choices that are 

best for them. Planning your funeral is not a morbid 

thing to do; it is a healthy, Christ -centered thing to 

do. If Christians are encouraged to look forward to 

the mercy of our Lord Jesus that leads to eternal 

life, then why wouldnôt we plan for the end of our 

life?  
 

Augustana is exploring the possibility of creating a 

Columbarium next to our labyrinth and healing gar-

den. A Columbarium is an above ground, granite 

cabinet that holds the cremains of our loved one for 

burial. It is an urban version of an old fashioned 

country church cemetery. Since more and more peo-

ple are choosing to be cremated when they die, I 

was approached by several people about looking 

into putting a Columbarium at Augustana. On Sun-

day November 2, All Saints Sunday, the Columbari-

um task force will be at the ñShare Your Gifts Tableò 

in the gathering space to answer any questions you 

may have about the Augustana Columbarium.

They will have conceptual drawings that will help you 

to visualize what a Columbarium might look like next 

to our healing garden and labyrinth as well as a FAQ 

sheet and a brief survey. I hope you will stop and 

ask questions and get some information.  
 

All Saints Sunday is a day to remember our loved 

ones who have died. We give thanks that they now 

know the mercy of Jesus that leads to eternal life. 

One way we can remember and celebrate our loved 

ones who have gone to Jesus is by giving a gift to 

the Augustana Harvest Fund. The Harvest Fund is a 

vehicle that helps support the mission of Augustana. 

For example, our pastoral interns from Luther Semi-

nary are partially funded by the Harvest Fund. Each 

year when my wife and I give a gift in memory of 

my father and her mother, it is an occasion to cele-

brate their lives and give thanks for what they did 

for us. This year an Augustana couple is providing a 

dollar - for -dollar $5,000 matching gift for the All 

Saints Harvest Fund offering. I hope you will consid-

er giving a gift this year on All Saints Sunday.  
 

Keep yourselves in the love of God. This is a marvel-

ous reminder that your church plays an important 

role in helping you do this very thing. As we worship 

together, as we pray and sing together, and as we 

serve together, we are keeping ourselves in the love 

of God. When we do this, we look forward to the 

mercy of our Lord Jesus Christ that leads to eternal 

life.  
 

One last thing; please be sure to complete a giving 

plan for 2015. Our goal is to have 500 giving plans 

turned in so we can plan for a balanced and gener-

ous mission in 2015. Every plan makes a difference 

no matter the amount of the gift. Thank you for 

helping to make Augustana a Christ -centered com-

munity of hope and generosity.
